Description: Study programs at public universities in B&H and
methodological-didactic-pedagogical characteristics of the success
of academic staff involved in the teaching process and methods
and forms of teaching are evaluated by surveys that students
complete at the end of each semester. We found that the problem
at public universities in B&H is a statistically insignificant sample of
students who evaluate academic staff involved in the teaching
